José Palacín, UN Economic Commission for Europe

José Palacín, is currently a Chief of the Innovative Policies Development Section of the Economic Cooperation and Integration Division of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) in Geneva, where he previously worked at the Economic Analysis Division. Dr. Palacín is the secretary of the UNECE Team of Specialists on Innovation and Competitiveness Policies, a group of experts on this field nominated by UNECE member States. He is also focal point in the area of financing for innovative development, which is concerned with the particular problems of innovative enterprises in raising finance and the role of the public sector in helping them to overcome these challenges. On this capacity, Dr. Palacín has authored and contributed to various UN publications and documents on the area of financing and innovation.

Previously to joining the UN in September 2004, he was a Senior Economist at Daiwa Securities SMBC in London, where he was responsible for a number of emerging markets in Europe, Middle East and Africa, providing economic analysis and strategic advice to the equity, corporate finance and debt origination divisions.

He has lectured at the University of Wolverhampton and the Autonomous University of Barcelona and provided consultancy services on economic and financial issues on transition economies for various public and private organizations.

Dr. Palacín has a Ph D and in Russian and East European Studies (Economics, University of Birmingham, UK) and degrees in Economics and Law (Autonomous University of Barcelona, Spain).

He has worked over the last ten years in regional innovation strategies, specialising in R&D valorisation, territorial intelligence as well as social capital and human capital issues within the knowledge economy. 

Appointed by the European Commission, firstly as a French National Expert within DG Regional Policy (2000-2003) and then as Administrator of DG Research (2003-2006), he has been responsible for important initiatives such as the 'Regional Programmes of Innovative Actions' and the 'Regions of Knowledge' Programme, while bringing a major contribution to studies such as 'Constructing the Regional Advantage' by leading a European experts' group. 

He is currently working as an independent consultant, under the umbrella of its 'TAO-ITINeRIS' firm between Brussels and Paris, with Initiatives in Territorial Intelligence & Regional Innovation Strategies. He therefore actively runs missions for international institutions and national and/or regional governments all over the world, including Europe, Mediterranean countries, South-America (Brazil, Chile) and Asia, mainly China.

As a matter of fact, his last significant missions were mostly deployed in China for comprehensive surveys in terms of differentiated economic policies, meso-economies and territorial intelligence, on behalf of European national governments and in cooperation with the central Chinese government and local authorities.

Jean Severijns, Project Manager Internationalization, Regional Government of the province of Limburg, Netherlands

Dr Jean Severijns deals with cross border activities and internationalisation in general and with regional innovation policy in Europe in particular. He works for the 

Regional Government of the province of Limburg in the Netherlands as Project manager Internationalisation.. Drs. Severijns has more than 20 years of experience in policy-making, matching business and governmental interests on strategic, tactical and operational level. In this way drs. Severijns combines theory with practical experiences.

Mr. Severijns was involved in more than 25 Regional Innovation Strategies in Europe.

He graduated with distinction (“Cum Laude”) as an economist at Tilburg University in the Netherlands and lived and worked during 6 years in the Rotterdam area for the “Rijnmond public authority” and after that, he was active all over Europe including New Member States like the Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, Lithuania, Romania, Estonia as well as Russia, Albania, China plus Argentina, Brasil and Uruguay in South America. Mr. Severijns chaired the European IRE Steering group and the IRE Community of Practice and represented the IRE Network within the European Mutual Learning Platform Board. He chairs/moderated several other European networks like the European Chemical Regions Network and the European Industrial Change Network. Besides he is a member of the Scientific Board of the RWTH (technical University of Aachen) Research institutes; Ifu and FIR in Germany. Mr Severijns experiences include; policy advising, (process-consultancy, project development, project management, organising/moderating workshops and conferences as well as evaluation- and external expert-activities. Mr. Severijns cooperates closely with EURADA on strategic issues and represents EURADA within the S3 Platform mirror Group, a cooperation of 7 DG’s of the EC + leading innovation networks in Europe.

Dr Malcolm Parry, Chair of the UK Science Park Association, Managing Director of the Surrey Research Park, United Kingdom 

Dr Malcolm Parry is the Director of the Surrey Research Park which includes the Surrey Technology Centre.

He has been responsible for the planning, development, strategic direction, operation and management of the whole Park and Technology Centre since it was first planned in 1981.

He started the Surrey Research Park from his academic post at the University and the early success of the development led to his appointment as the full time Director in 1983.

Today the site offers pre-incubation, full- incubation, grow-on space and opportunities for a wide range of technology based companies to locate on the site.

In his work he pioneered the development of the Surrey Technology Centre as a business incubator which has been managed by his team since 1986 when it opened its doors as a business development centre and since then supported the development and growth of a wide number of companies and continues to do so.

Malcolm was also a founder of the UK Science Park Association in 1984 and he is commencing his second term as Chair of this organisation when he was re-elected to the Board in 2009 for a third term of duty.
He has also sat on the International Association of Science Parks’ Board and was appointed to the International Association’s Advisory Council for his knowledge on the development, science and technology parks throughout the world. He is also an active member of the World Technopolis Association.

In 2002 he was appointed by UNESCO as an expert on science and technology parks and has been actively involved in missions to Iran, Bahrain, Korea, Namibia, Egypt, Kenya, Bangladesh and Indonesia. He has also worked with the British Council in Sri Lanka, China, and Turkey on the planning and development science parks and business incubators. Some of the UNESCO missions have been to prepared business plans for the development of science parks in these countries. He is also part of the British mission to the UN Economic Commission for Europe’s as he sits on the team of specialist concerned with innovation and competitiveness policies. 

In 1999 he co-edited and contributed 5 chapters to a book on the planning, development and management of science parks: this was translated into Chinese and in 2006 he edited and contributed a more extensive second edition. This edition has been translated into Arabic. These were published by UKSPA and available through their website.

He was awarded an OBE for his contribution to education and business.

In a regional context Malcolm is also Chair of the Guildford Business Forum, an active member of the Property and Transport Group of this Forum, he sits on the Guildford Local Strategic Partnership organised by the Borough Council and is involved in the Guildford Chamber of Commerce Committee which is part of the wider Surrey Chamber of Commerce.

He is currently Vice Chair of Governor of the Kings College and has been a governor of the school on that site since the mid 1980s.

He has promoted several hybrid organizations taking the partnership model University-Industry-Public Administration. 

During his years at La Salle-Universitat Ramon Llull, as Director of the Innovation Park of La Salle Barcelona, he fostered the creation of technology-based companies, focusing particularly on the so-called Born Global Companies.

Alongside having published several papers in publications and congresses regarding the subject of Innovation Ecosystems, he has also participated in several international forums in Europe (Bulgaria, Denmark, Spain, Finland, France, Italy and UK), America (Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Mexico, Peru, USA) and Asia (Korea, Philippines, Singapore, Japan and China).

The central line of his activity is the promotion of Knowledge-based Economy and Society in order to consolidate the 22@Barcelona as a global reference of Knowledge Cities on Smart Cities.
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
